Tasman Council to tackle water and waste water with
Hobart Water help

The Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) - signed in recent days - gives
Tasman Council the opportunity to tap into Hobart Water’s specialist
personnel and expertise.

to Council.

Tasman Council’s Mayor, Cr Roger Self, said that Council saw the new
relationship with Hobart Water as a significant step forward for the region’s
water infrastructure.

“This is an extremely positive move as it means we can make some definite
and well informed decisions about water and waste water,” Cr Self said.
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“As a small council, we are very constrained in our ability to deliver water
and waste water to the local community. However, with the assistance of
Hobart Water, we are now able to identify opportunities to develop services
and offer the community the most cost-effective solutions.”

Hobart Water’s CEO, Dr Christine Mucha, also welcomed the agreement.
“Hobart Water is pleased that it’s able to extend its services to the Tasman
and help Council develop its local water systems,” she said.
